Classroom Guidelines
Be on time

· Be in the classroom before the bell rings.

· Take your seat immediately.
· Begin working promptly as instructed.

Be prepared
· Come to class with all required materials.

· These items include, but are not limited to, the following: 

· Writing Utensils

· Paper

· English Binder
· Reading Materials

· Assignments – homework, papers, projects, etc.
· Assignments that are to be completed at the beginning of class should be ready for turn-in.  Assignments not ready for turn in may be considered late.
· All work should be turned in as assigned and on specified due dates.

· Late Work

· All classwork assigned should be completed in class.  Extensions will be provided upon instruction or individual needs approved by the instructor.   

· All other work (homework, independent practice, papers, projects, etc.) will be accepted up to three days late minus 10% per day and will be graded at a maximum of 70% credit of the original assignment value after three days of the original assignment due date. 
· All exams must be taken on the assigned date given that exams are scheduled in advance.  Extensions may be granted at the discretion of the instructor.

· Absences

· It is your responsibility to obtain make-up work. 
· You will receive one make-up day per days absent to turn in work.

· Inform the instructor of any pre-arranged absences for prior instructions and expectations.  Assignments may be due prior to your pre-planned absence.  Non-notification of any pre-arranged absence may result in work being accepted only under the late policy.
· See me immediately upon return for unplanned absences.  The time to do this is prior to the school day starting, after school, or during guided study.

· Make-up exams and quizzes should be scheduled immediately upon return to school and should be completed within three school days.  Late grades may apply if arrangements are not promptly made and agreed upon.
Be respectful
· Respect your teacher, your classmates, and yourself.

· Speak appropriately and with courtesy.

· Do not interrupt your teacher or classmates by speaking out-of-turn or by engaging in disruptive behavior.

· Raise your hand to respond or ask questions.

· Sharpen pencils prior to instruction or during work time.

· Turn off cell phones and other electronic devices.  Misuse of these devices may result in confiscation.
· Respect your environment.

· Request to borrow materials – do not simply take things!

· Do not write or put graffiti on desks, walls, bulletin boards, or any other school property.  This includes all instructional resources as well as other students’ property. 

· Leave the room clean and orderly.  Throw away items only at the end of class in the proper receptacles.

Be engaged
· Participate in academic classroom activities from the beginning of class through the end.

· Work on English assignments only unless otherwise permitted.

· Save unrelated conversations and discussions for the hallways, at lunch, and before or after school.  

· Remain involved until you are dismissed.  I dismiss you – not the bell.

· Ask relevant questions.

· Clarify any misunderstandings regarding assignments and expectations.

· Use your class time wisely.

Be honest
· Practice integrity by being honest and upstanding in your academic work.  Avoid practices that may result in unfavorable consequences.
· All work must be your original work.

· Plagiarizing major grade assignments in any way, partial or whole, will be subject to the building cheating/plagiarism policy.  (Note that original late penalties apply.)
· Copying major grade assignments or sharing answers on major grade assignments when you are not allowed will be subject to the building cheating/plagiarism policy. (Note that original late penalties apply.)
· Cheating on daily work and homework, in any way, will result in a zero for that assignment.
