Junior/Senior Late Policy

***All assignments must be received within two weeks of the assigned due date.***

Late classwork and homework assignments will receive an automatic 30% deduction off the original value assigned.  This means that a maximum of 70% credit of the originally assigned value will be awarded for any late classwork or homework assignment.  Late classwork or homework assignments not received within two weeks of the assigned due date will receive a zero.

Late major grades, such as papers and projects, will be minus 10% per day late up to day five and will receive a maximum of 50% credit on day five and beyond.   All penalties will be taken from the original assignment value.  Late major grades not received within two weeks of the assigned due date will receive a zero.

All tests and quizzes must be made up within two weeks of the original date administered.  Any missing test or quiz not made up within two weeks will receive a zero.

As per the student handbook, students will be awarded one day without penalty for each day absent to turn in missing work.  If a student is absent on the due date of an assignment, the work must be turned in upon return.  Make up tests and quizzes should be scheduled immediately upon return.  It is the student’s responsibility to turn in work or schedule missed tests and quizzes.  Students who miss the day prior to a test or quiz when advanced notice was provided may be required to take the test on the day assigned.   

Students who miss tests or quizzes, regardless of the reason absent, may be given an alternative “make up” version of the test or quiz for purposes of test integrity.   This includes pre-arranged test or quizzes.
